Residents of Monroe, Wayne, Livingston, Ontario, Wyoming, Genesee, Yates and Orleans
counties are invited to enter.

Performance times will be approximately 1 1/2 to 2 hours on a Saturday and/or Sunday
between 2 and 4 p.m. Limited electricity will be available. Entries will be judged on the following
criteria: creativity, artistic merit, flexibility with regard to weather, and appropriateness to the
ARTWalk environment and its mission. The selected proposals will be announced on June 18,
2004.
